February 3, 2010 

 

The regular meeting of

President John then 

observed a moment of si-

lence, followed by members’ 

remembrances, for Jim Lilly, 

N8XTJ who became a SK on 

January 31. 

John then announced 

club birthdays for February, 

including KA8LKQ, N8FCL 

and AB8KV.

There are three 

ways to participate: by us-

ing your favorite logging 

software with the real time 

scoring support, by 

downloading a simple log-

ging program from the 

www.getscores.org Web 

site or by logging your 

contacts directly into a 

www.getscores.org Web 

page. No separate logs are 

required -- it all happens 

online in real time and fi-

nal scores will be available 

online within hours of the 

end of the contest! More 

information is available on 

all of these options at 

www.getscores.org. Of 

course, you can get on the 

air and make contacts 

without logging them, but 

you won't have as much 

fun! 

Who Can Participate?  

Any ham licensed for 

3 years or less qualifies as 

a Rookie. If you were li-

censed in 2008, 2009 or 

2010, you can compete in 

the 2010 Rookie Roundup. 

Non-Rookies may only 

work Rookies, while Rook-

ies may work everybody. A 

major part of the success 

of this contest will be non-

Rookies getting on the air 

and working the Rookies, 

just as in the Novice 

Roundup.

A long-standing pub-

lic relations concern has 

been the lack of a unified, 

“branded” appearance of 

ARES® volunteers in public 

service or emergency ac-

tivities.

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Skywarn Schedule 

All thunderstorms are dangerous. Every thunderstorm produces lightning. In 
the United States, an average of 300 people are injured and 80 people are 
killed each year by lightning. Although most lightning victims survive, people 
struck by lightning often report a variety of long-term, debilitating symptoms. 
Other associated dangers of thunderstorms include tornadoes, strong winds, 
hail, and flash flooding. Flash flooding is responsible for more fatalities—
more than 140 annually—than any other thunderstorm-associated hazard. 
Dry thunderstorms that do not produce rain that reaches the ground are most 
prevalent in the western United States. Falling raindrops evaporate, but light-
ning can still reach the ground and can start wildfires. 

Facts About Thunderstorms 
• They may occur singly, in clusters, or in lines. 

• Some of the most severe occur when a single thunderstorm affects one 

location for an extended time. 

• Thunderstorms typically produce heavy rain for a brief period, anywhere 

from 30 minutes to an hour. 

• Warm, humid conditions are highly favorable for thunderstorm develop-

ment. 

About 10 percent of thunderstorms are classified as severe—one that pro-
duces hail at least three-quarters of an inch in diameter, has winds of 58 miles 
per hour or higher, or produces a tornado. 

Facts About Lightning 
• Lightning’s unpredictability increases the risk to individuals and property. 

• Lightning often strikes outside of heavy rain and may occur as far as 10 

miles away from any rainfall. 

• "Heat lightning" is actually lightning from a thunderstorm too far away 

for thunder to be heard. However, the storm may be moving in your direction! 

• Most lightning deaths and injuries occur when people are caught outdoors 

in the summer months during the afternoon and evening. 

• Your chances of being struck by lightning are estimated to be 1 in 

600,000, but could be reduced even further by following safety precautions. 

• Lightning strike victims carry no electrical charge and should be attended 
to immediately.

Beginning Monday, March 15, 2010, W1AW will alter 
nate the digital modes used for its digital bulletin transmissions. 
 

While Baudot, PSK31 and MFSK16 still make up the digital mode 
complement, the schedule will be altered to give more exposure to 
PSK31 and MFSK16. 
 

Because of time constraints and the varying lengths of digital bulle-
tins, there were many instances where only Baudot was used. With 
the new schedule, amateurs preferring either PSK31 or MFSK16 

will find these modes no longer secondary. 
 

The regular call up will be made using the mode that is transmitted 
first.  The digital bulletin times remain at 6 PM and 9 PM eastern, 

daily. 
 

The Tuesday and Friday Keplerian data bulletins will continue to be 
sent using just Baudot and PSK31. 

 
The new digital schedule is as follows: 
 

Monday:        Baudot, PSK31, MFSK16

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In October 2009, 

IARU's Region 2 announced a 

new award -- the IARU Re-

gion 2 Award -- available to 

amateurs and shortwave lis-

teners who submit confirmed 

QSLs with 20 Region 2 coun-

tries or entities. To be con-

sidered for the award, con-

tacts must have been made 

after April 16, 1964 -- the 

date when IARU Region 2 

was founded. 

US applicants must 

submit QSL cards -- along 

with the application and cer-

tification form -- to either the 

ARRL Awards Branch or ARRL 

Card Checkers for certifica-

tion; non-US hams must 

submit their cards, applica-

tion and certification form to 

their IARU Member Society 

to be approved. Applicants 

will also need to provide an 

envelope with sufficient post-

age affixed so the person 

checking the cards can for-

ward the application and 

supporting materials to the 

IARU Region 2 Awards Man-

ager in Venezuela (from the 

US, postage is approximately 

98 cents). 

Applicants may also 

submit photocopies of the 

QSL cards (front and back) 

that have been authenticated 

by both the applicant and an 

appointee of the ham's IARU 

Member-Society, or the origi-

nal QSLs (no authentications 

necessary) to the IARU Re-

gion 2 Awards Manager. Both 

methods require sending the 

application form. 

The IARU Region 2 

Award Manager may request 

the presentation of one, sev-

eral or all the QSLs together 

with the application. Elec-

tronic QSLs -- such as Log-

book of The World (LoTW) or 

eQSL -- can not be used for 

this award. 

Contacts can be made 

using the following bands: 

160, 80, 40, 30, 20, 17, 15, 

12, 10 and 6 meters. You 

can make all your contacts 

on one band, or mix it up 

and use them all -- it's up to 

you. Contacts can be made 

using phone, CW, digital or 

satellite modes. But keep in 

mind that all contacts must 

be made from the same loca-

tion using any official call let-

ters that belong to the appli-

cant (including special li-

censes for contests or 

events) and must be bilateral 

or two-way. Contacts in 

crossed modes and/or bands 

will not be accepted, except 

for satellite mode. 

So get out those QSL 

cards and see if you have at 

least 20 from IARU Region 2 

countries or entities: An-

guilla, Antigua y Barbuda, 

Argentina, Aruba, Bahamas, 

Barbados, Belize, Bermuda, 

Bolivia, Brazil, Canada, Cay-

man Islands, Chile, Colom-

bia, Costa Rica, Cuba, Do-

minica, Dominican Republic, 

Ecuador, El Salvador, Gra-

nada, Guatemala, Guyana, 

Haiti, Honduras, Jamaica,
