WHAT DOES THE NASHVILLE GRAND OLE OQPRY HAVE TO ﬁO WITH HAM RADIO?

On August 25th 1925 stood a 5 story building called the National
Life and Accident Insurance Co.. C.A.Craig-the president of National
Life had a son named Edwin, who was a radio NUT, with a plan to propose
to his father and other elders of the business to make National Life
a radioc station.

Two other stations were already in Nashville--one WDAD and the other
WCBQ. WCBQ was built by a teenager-John H. (Jack) DeWitt, Jr., who had had a
ham radio license since 1921 when he was 15 years old. Actually WCBQ was
DeWitts' 3rd radio station.

About the time he started WCBQ, DeWitt made a battery operated radio
reciever for Edwin Craig. Quote from Mr. DeWitt,"Mr, Craig became a long
distance radic enthusiast- or DX fan, as the hams call it. DX fans were
people who would sit up all night listening to pecple around the country
talk on the radio. Mr. Craig became terribly excited." Unquote.

With Mr. Craigs influvence as son of the president of the company, he
convinced the board of National Life to invest in & radio station. He
also wanted specific call letters for his station.

The slogan for Naticnal Life was "We BShield Millions®". WSM was the call
letters he wanted--one problem--WSM were at that time the call letters of a
Navy ship- the lifeboat LEVIATHAN. At the time the bept, of Commerce, which
1icensed|-adla statlons then, withdrew the call 1etters from the LEVIATHAN
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lifeboat and thus gave them to Natlonal llfe— Mr. Craig was instrumental
in acgquiring these call letters. Herbert Hoover, the Secretary of Commerce
signed the license.

On October 4, 1925 was the initial broadcast of WSM. Jack DeWitt sat at
the contreols in the 5th floor studio in his capacity as a part-time employee
of the new station. Edwin Craig was given the honor of announcing the
first broadcast. He simply said,quote "This is WSM, 'We Shield Millions'
The Natienal Life and Accident Insurance Co."unqguote. C.A.Craig- the
president of the company dedicated the station to public service,

The music of the day was played at first--"hillbilly" music was yet to
come. The closest to that style of music was a Miss Bonnie Barphardt, billed

as "The Lady 0' the Radio”, and introduced as a "singer of Southern
Melodies". George D. Hay of Sears, Roebuck station in Chicago, WLS

{Worlds Largest Store) would be very instrumental in introducing country
muslc to WSM as we know it today.He left WLS and came to work for WSM in the
very begining of its birtb.

In 1989 the Grand Ole Opry was 64 years old. It's a country music radie
